Each ecosystem is classified within three overarching levels of
protection :

 PAN 1: Protection. No development, only ecological

restoration and enhancement or that no impact.

« PAN 2: Conservation. Can be balanced with well-planned
development and appropriate uses/activities.

 PAN 3: Review Areas. Areas that are already significantly
altered, and therefore targeted for development and other
intensive uses and activities.
